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HEALTH AND SAFETY POLICY STATEMENT

Bridge Construction Ltd believes that the health, safety and welfare of employees is of prime importance
and essential for the efficient operation of its undertakings.

Overall responsibility for the health, safety and welfare of the organisation and its personnel is vested in the
Managing Director as the named Directors for Safety.

In its commitment to prevent injury and ill health to employees, contractors and others affected by day-to-
day operations, and in striving for continual improvement, the Company sets annual objectives and targets
against which its performance is monitored.

Management will give full support to all those who endeavour to carry out this policy.
